Stephen Burks

Stephen Burks and his New York studio, Readymade Projects, have been responsible for creative design direction on projects ranging from
retail interiors and events to lighting, furniture and industrial design. He has developed innovative concepts for renowned international brands
as well as continuing his commitment to sustainable design in the developing world.

He studied architecture at the lllinois Institute of Design, as well as attending Columbia University’s Graduate School of Architecture.
Stephen is now one of the most recognised American industrial designers of his generation. Stephen and his studio have produced work for
clients such as B&B ltalia, Cappellini, Calvin Klein, David Design, E&Y, Missoni, Moroso and Vitra USA.

Marten Claesson, Eero Koivisto and Ola Rune

The Swedish design partnership Claesson Koivisto Rune was founded in 1995 as an architectural office but is, in the classic Scandinavian way,
multi-disciplinary, practising both architecture and design.

Amongst their commissions are houses such as the Sfera Building in Kyoto, interiors such as the Operakéllaren restaurant in Stockholm, as
well as designs for manufacturers such as Cappellini and Littala.

Their work has earned them numerous distinctions and awards, amongst them the honour of being the first Swedish architects to be exhibited
in the Venice Architecture Biennale (2004).

Monica Forster

Monica Férster, creater of some of the most internationally renowed objects in contemporary Swedish design today, is based in Stockholm but
grew up close to the artic circle in the very north of Sweden. Her work is categorized by a strong sense of pure form mixed with a never-ending
curiosity for new materials and technology. Always trying to work in a cross-disciplinary way, she invents and renews typologies in industrial,
furniture and object design.

She has been awarded with Excellent Swedish Design, Design Plus in Germany, and was awarded FutureDesignDays Award 2002. She
has also been represented in the International Design Yearbook. Monica Forster design studio works worldwide with clients such as Poltrona
Frau,E&Y Japan, Offecct, David Design, Nola, Vaveriet and Skruf.

Sam Johnson

Sam Johnson studied furniture and product design at Ravensbourne University and graduated in 1998. He has worked for a number of
independent designers and consultancies before setting up his own company in 2001.

His products have been short listed for both Muji and The Peugeot design awards and has exhibited in Tokyo, Paris and London. His work is
currently sold through London based distributor Thorsten van Elten.

Most recently Sam co-founded the design collective ‘Shift of which Morph UK have become an important member. The group’s recent exhibition
‘Time:frame’ resulted in Sam and Morph collaborating to produce the ‘London’ and ‘Domino’ ranges.

The studio’s work focuses on design for
manufacture and strategic research in the fields of furniture, transport design and the public realm.
